1.
Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 3:05 PM.

2.
Joint Meeting Report
The council looked through the proposed joint meeting draft and suggested ways of combining sections. B. McDonough questioned the abstract submittal and publication process. Each academy publishes its own journal – what will we use at the meeting? J. Aliff suggested to publish abstracts in the Journal and only titles, authors and logistics information in the meeting program. An alternative suggestion was to publish in both journals and waive copyright. J. Trefry said he would speak with his editors about that.
For logistics purposes, J. Trefry suggested keeping all registrations separate and combining monies at a later date.

S. Whittle requested contact information for section chairs be sent soon as we would be assembling programs in December.

J. Trefry said that normally a banquet is a separate item, not being done this year and no money has been set aside to cover a reception. J. Aliff said that our practice was typically to  make the latter the host institution’s responsibility. Whenever we make the original agreement with institution we put in several items – no table rental, the host institution will sponsor an evening reception and provide a location, no expenses for room rental or any such facilities for meeting. That goes from our president to the host institution. 

J. Trefry said that the speaker will be their medalist from 2006. They already have a speaker for the reception. Saturday lunch is not settled yet. 

J. Aliff said that normally for us luncheon is our plenary where we announce elections, minutes, constitutional revisions; and awards for student papers. There was an extended discussion on whether to separate the business meetings from the awards ceremony. It was tentatively decided to have the plenary meeting after lunch at another location.

Secretary’s Report

There was discussion of lifetime membership, referred to the improvements committee. B. McDonough said that all amendments would be dealt with at the winter council meeting. P. Camp said that he usually sends amendments out with the ballots 30 days before the meeting.

There was discussion of several changes to the constitution and bylaws regarding the tenure of president and president-elect. Questions were raised over whether to extend this to the vice president.J. Pascarella asked what the duties of the VP were. B. McDonought said that he chairs the membership committee. P. Camp explained his previous idea to make the executive director of the Junior Academy ex officio vice president of the Georgia Academy as a means of tying the institutions closer together and generating interest in the Junior academy. J. Pascarella said that it seemed reasonable to him. 
There followed some discussion on filling membership of standing committees.
B. McDonough asked for email suggestions and comments on amendments, which he would take to the improvements committee rather than discuss now.
